HEALTH GUIDELINES 
 

In response to the flu situation, in addition to practic-

ing good hygiene, the Cardinal directs the following 

for the celebration of the Sacred Liturgy and for flu 

prevention: 
 

The Holy Water fonts are to be drained, 

cleaned with a disinfecting soap, and re-filled with 

holy water on a regular basis. 
 

The distribution of the Precious Blood for the 

faithful is suspended, with the exception of those 

who must receive from the cup due to medical rea-

sons. We await the return of communion under both 

kinds after the flu season ends. 
 

The exchange of the Sign of Peace is to be 

offered without any physical contact.  

 

While the faithful retain the option of receiv-

ing Holy Communion on the tongue or in the hand, 

all ministers of Holy Communion are advised to dis-

tribute the consecrated hosts with care, being cau-

tious not to touch the tongue, the mouth or the hand 

of the communicant. 
 

Parishioners should be reminded that if they 

are ill or suspect they are ill with a contagious illness, 

they are not bound by the Sunday Mass obligation.  
 

 These directives took effect Saturday, Octo-

ber 31, 2009 and remain in effect until the cold and flu 

season has come to an end. We thank you for your 

understanding and support of these directives, which 

aim to protect the health of our people.
